Children Services 
Catherine reported that the February school break programs were very well attended.  A 
new program, Mindfulness Monday, has been started.  Two very successful school 
visits: first graders from RCDS and four classes from Rye Playschool.  The staff cleans 
the Discovery Zone at the end of the day. There has already been some breakage of 
toys.  Staff is monitoring the space for any potential hazards that need to be removed. 
 
Auxiliary Board 
Diane reported that the Vehicle Fair is all set for May.  We are seven months out from 
Novel Night.  The theme this year is “It was all a dream.” 
 
Board Discussion 
Landscaping 
Emilie reported that she has spoken with Peggy Peters.  There has been a delay at the 
nurseries in the arrival of plants this year.  Peggy is awaiting their arrival before 
determining exactly what to plant.  Plants should start arriving at the nurseries in about 
a week. 
 
Policy Committee 
Kirstin announced that this discussion would be held over to the next meeting. 
 
Membership 
Kirstin opened the discussion about possible changes to membership terminology and 
benefits.  A discussion ensued on possibly changing the term “member” to “friends”.  
Possible member benefits to consider include a thank you event for larger donors and 
pricing alternatives for fundraising events.  The board felt that greater effort was 
needed to educate the community on the role of members of the library.  The library 
depends on support from members since it is not fully funded by the city.  Different 
types of communication were discussed to inform the public about the importance of 
library membership.

March Financials 

 
March is another quiet month in terms of the library financials.  
 
Looking at the year to date vs budged spending, the overages in both library operations 
and building operations are tied to timing issues. For example, the WLS payment and 
the audit are examples in the library operations category, while  heat, insurance, and the 
capital projects transfer are examples in building operations.  
 
Materials spending is on target. Personnel costs are below budget, but the library has  
not yet had a month with three pay periods.

April Financials 
 
In expenses, the biggest note is in Salaries. There were three pay periods in April, so the 
YTD is higher than usual. That will balance out over subsequent months.  

The light and power expense shows two bills, but that is also below the YTD budget. 

The boiler was turned off at the end of April, so there should only be one more gas bill 
outstanding. With heating on again in mid October, the overall expenses should be in 
line with that budget line.

1st Quarter Statistics 
 
Library circulation reflects growth overall. Adult circulation increases are driven 
significantly by ebooks, while Children’s fiction grew by almost 2,000 compared to the 
1st quarter of 2023. Adult music circulation reflects the elimination of that collection at 
the library. Overall cardholder registration is down for the first quarter. However, the first 
week of April saw an average of 12 cards issued a day, compared to 3 every two days 
during the first week of March. That was driven by the eclipse glasses registration. 
Children and digital users were the drivers of registration in Q1. 
 
Programs offered and attendance were down overall, though children’s programs and 
attendance increased. The adult services department has a number of programs 
upcoming, but attendance has fallen despite outreach to registered individuals. The 
teen department is expanding passive programs, and working to track those numbers 
effectively. 
 
Doorcount was flat, but reference questions trended upward. Digital activities 
decreased, but wifi sessions and laptop usage increased. 
 
Around 450 more items were added to the collection in Q1 24 compared to Q1 23. 100 
of those items were digital items, to address a spike in holds on some popular titles, 
and to increase the number of e-audiobooks available. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  





 

 

 

 

NYS Annual Report 
 
The NYS Annual Report is used by the New York State Library and the Institute of 
Museum and Library Services to track library data from across the country. The 
information is a reflection of the year end statistical summary included in the library’s 
annual report, and the 4th quarter statistic summary to the board. 
 
Total circulation was an 11% increase over last year, 140,032 compared to 126,376 in 
2023. While children’s nonfiction, music, and movies were all down for the year, 
circulation was up in all other departments. Express collections were up 58%, at 1,927 
compared to 1,220 in 2022. This reflects the library’s ongoing commitment to having 
multiple copies of high demand titles. Digital circulation also grew from 34,452 to 
41,830, a 21% increase. 
 
New patron registration was down for 2023, from 971 in 2022 to 838 in 2023. Fewer 
digital users signed up for accounts, down from 323 to 288. One element of the 
strategic plan is to increase partnerships with the schools, and the high school now 
includes the library card applications as part of their orientation packet for new families. 
This should help boost the teen registration, which declined 58% from 78 to 33. 
 
Librarians answered more questions in 2023 than 2022 - 42,757 questions were 
answered, up 5% from 2022. 
 
Programs offered and program attendance decreased by 2% and 4% on the whole, but 
that decrease is driven largely by the loss of adult programs, such as canasta and mah 
jonng. Children’s services saw an uptick of 7% in programs offered and 4% in 
attendance, with 564 programs welcoming 22,123 attendees.  
 
Doorcount was lower by 13% from 175,293 to 152,512. 
 
Computer usage was down from 3,716 to 3,052, while laptop use grew to 1,059 against 
last year’s 368. Wifi usage grew from 8,300 in 2022 to 12,552 in 2023, a 51% increase,    
 
8,030 new items were added to the collection, down 9% from 2022. That decrease is 
largely linked to the slowed pace of flood replacement items for the children’s 
department, which decreased 39% overall, from 4,419 in 2022 to 2,701 in 2023. Adult 
collections increased by 20%, from 4,423 in 2022 to 5,329 in 2023. 1,352 digital titles 
were added in 2023, compared to 1,000 in 2022.

While the RFRR’s annual campaign goals has been met, and the average donation size 
has remained constant ($150), the number of donors decreased: 587 high in 2021, drop 
to 393 in ‘22, and stable in ’23 at 394.

1. Consistent Donor-Focused Messaging: Use “Be A Friend” to replace “Love the 
Library” and stress the donor call-to-action with a clear, simple, positive, theme 
on all materials. 

2. Member opportunities such as meet and greet with authors before the public 
program, early access to the library book sale, reserved program sessions or 
registration opportunities, fee-free art exhibits, reduced price meeting room

Building and Grounds Committee - Landscape 
 
Peggy Peters presented the proposed landscaping plan to Building and Grounds Chair 
Emilie Reddoch. The proposed plan makes use of native plants, reduces plant height to 
allow the building to “breathe”, and is easier to maintain. 
 
The front of the library would feature a new holly on either side of the library steps, with 
new evergreen shrubs and grasses to add gentle framing feature. There are two 
perennial gardens, one on either side, to build off the popularity of the pollinator garden.  
 
On the left side of the building, heading down to Blind Brook, there would be a mix of 
white hydrangeas and transplanted oak leaf hydrangeas. The tall hedges would remain 
to hide the view of the trashcan. 
 
On the right side of the building, there would be a new brick platform added to serve as 
a ground level stage, next to the bike rack.  The star magnolia shrub by the patio would 
be transplanted to the far side of the meeting room, and the size of the beds by the 
meeting room would be shrunk down. Additional new evergreen shrubs would be added 
into the beds. 
 
Working with the City to replace the large tree that fell in 2023, the hope is to add three 
native birch trees in the stretch of lawn alongside the north side of the meeting room. 
 
The budget for labor and plants is $26,371. There will be an additional expense of the 
irrigation system, which must be priced once the planting is complete. The estimated 
maintenance cost for annual maintenance in the spring and fall is $1,500 per season, or 
$3,000. The annual maintenance would be part of the building contracted services 
operating budget.  
 
The estimated time for the work is 3 to 5 days. Due to other projects, there is no window 
available for the work to be complete by Vehicle Fair, so the start date would be after 
May 19th.  
 
The Building Committee Chair recommends approving the plan and moving forward 
with the work. The Executive Committee can approve $20,000 in expenses between 
Board meetings, and the project could be scheduled before the May 21st Board meeting. 
 
Action: The Board approve up to $35,000 from the Capital Projects Fund or

YMCA RFRR Seawall Collaboration 
 
Staff at the YMCA and the RFRR have discussed the status of the seawall and strategies 
for securing funding for repairs. A collaboration that involves both sides of the seawall 
could be more appealing for funding at higher levels, and addresses a key concern that 
the owner on one side of the wall is shunting the water over at the other. While RFRR 
does have a rough draft from Skolnick / TMS Waterfront / Carlin Simpson for seawall 
work on the east side of the brook, the project is in the initial sketch stages.  
 
One potential strategy would be to follow The Rye Nature Center process. RNC utilized 
grant funds from the Westchester Community Foundation and the Long Island Sound 
Futures Fund to secure $305,000 for their riparian project, which will stabilize the Blind 
Brook stream banks, remove invasive plant species, and increase the space for water 
retention during flooding. The outcome will be to reduce the amount of sediment 
deposited in the Sound by 221 tons, and add 8 acres to the floodplain. They have 
secured funds for the study and design, and will be doing a second application for 
construction in 2025.  
 
RNC worked with Barton and Loguidice to gather information about the impact their 
project would have. B&L mentions stream bank stabilization as an area of expertise. 
(https:// www.bartonandloguidice.com/expertise/environmental/watershed-science-
and-stormwater-management/)  
 
The project kicked off in 2021, and has an estimated construction date of 2026.  
 
RNC spent $40,000 for their environmental consultation with Barton and Loguidice to 
secure $285,000 from LISFF for the design stage of their project. The RNC received a 
grant from the Westchester Community Fund of $20,000, with additional funds coming 
from CONED and the RNC reserve funds. The environmental consultation covered the 
Barton and Loguidice initial survey, field assessment, data collection, and report 
collection for baseline conditions of the Brook. As a point of reference, last fall TMS 
submitted a proposal for $12,500 to research firms, design an RFP, and make a 
recommendation for grant writing firms that the library could engage.  
 
As neither the YMCA or the RFRR is located in a wetlands that could accommodate 
additional water, the environmental case may not be the appropriate argument to make 
for funding. One strategy approach could be a join education campaign to local, county, 
and federal officials about the importance of the two community organizations, and the 
risks flooding poses to the facilities and the impact on community services.

Revoking a Naming Opportunity 
The Rye Free Reading Room Board of Trustees reserves the right to revoke any named 
opportunity at its sole discretion. The board may choose to revoke a named opportunity 
should it become known that the recipient has been convicted of a criminal offence or 
confirmed to have engaged in unethical conduct, whereby the ongoing association with 
the recipient will negatively reflect on the Rye Free Reading Room. The Rye Free Reading 
Room  may also choose to revoke any named opportunity should it become known that 
the recipient has been confirmed to have engaged in conduct that would cause negative 
publicity for the Rye Free Reading Room, or if the Rye Free Reading Room receives 
information confirming that, had it been known at the time the naming opportunity was 
offered, the recipient would have been ineligible for that opportunity. Confirmation of 
such conduct must come in the form of a formal governmental, judicial, or institutional 
finding, such as an investigation by a public safety organization,  a school, work, or 
professional ethics committee, or an admission by the individual.
